Course Goal:
By the end of the course, students will:
· Understand how HTML works in web development
· Write clean, correct HTML code
· Add text, images, links, and lists
· Create forms and tables
· Build and connect multiple webpages

Target Audience:
· Complete beginners with no prior coding experience.
· Students interested in learning web development basics.
· Designers who want to understand how websites are structured.
· Entrepreneurs who wish to create or manage their own websites.
· Content creators/bloggers who want more control over their web pages.
· Teachers or educators looking to introduce coding concepts.
· Career changers exploring a move into tech or front-end development.
· Junior developers who need to strengthen their foundation.
· Digital marketers who want to understand how landing pages work.
· Anyone curious about how websites are built and displayed in browsers.
